Present and Expectations

LIDIA-Romania is a private juridical association which activates in the socio-military field and actively supports the application and the respect of the social values resulting from the military life of Romanian Army’s ex-service men.

The purpose of the association is to promote the legal, moral and material rights of the disabled people in the army, to mutually support its members and to cooperate with similar organisations in Romania and abroad.

Through its purpose and objectives, LIDIA-Romania, aims at getting involved in identifying, offering solutions, monitoring and putting the legal dispositions regarding the social issue of the disabled people in the army and of their families into operation.

We would like to emphasize the major importance of  formation and consolidation of certain professional strata into Romanian society, centres of expertise and competences (independent of those of the public authorities), which can inform, suggest solutions and follow up the actions that take place in the public sector, observing diversity and plurality of opinions. 

On the international level, LIDIA-Romania wishes to get involved in all the activities (having to do with or) of socio-military nature initiated by similar international associations in order to protect the rights of its members and to integrate Romania in the Euro-Atlantic structures.

We also consider that our organization, as legal representative of the disabled persons from army, must create its own communication channels with continental and regional partners, having as purpose their persuasion that we all need support, according to our problems and common desiderates, but also according to the EU motto “Unity in diversity”.

The association is based on the principles and values of Human Rights as well as those resulting from the Declaration of the European Disabled People Congress, Madrid, March 2002.

The specific and the distinctive features of the Association consist in promoting programmes that will provide disabled people with the respect of the human principles and values, taking on responsibilities for creating a favourable and accessible environment, as well as fighting against mentalities or prejudice of marginalisation, discrimination or social exclusion.

Providing these members of the society with equal chances and not with compassion, recuperation and integration in the social life, adopting a dignified attitude and mutual respect, increases the conditions of access to public life and making decisions in what their life and activity is concerned.

The management of the association is realised by a General Assembly and a Board of Directors that activate on the basis of the status and of the constitutive act legislated by juridical decision.

For achieving its purpose and its humanitarian objectives, LIDIA-Romania is open and receptive to all solutions and proposals that may lead to improving the society; To this purpose, the association is waiting for solutions, cooperation actions, moral and material support from all private and juridical persons endowed with solidary and humanitarian spirit.
